Bilingual Assignment
A study of bilingualism in the workplace

Plan

For this assignment you will need to plan how you will approach, carry out and complete your investigation.

The assignment is a study of the current status of bilingualism in your workplace. Once you have completed your survey using the contact diary, the results can be compared to the results from the rest of your group, and in turn compared to the statistics for the rest of Wales.

The plan may look something like this.

1. Over a period of a few days, conduct a survey in your salon using the contact diary table, totalling up your results at the end.
2. Ask for the opinions of your colleagues in the salon and the manager owner about bilingualism and write down your notes.

3. Gather the results from the rest of the group so you can compare your results to the average figures from them.

4. Enter the results into a spreadsheet, so you can draw a graph. 

5. Find out if they have any interesting opinions about their survey.

6. Find out sources where you might get the general information about bilingualism in Wales.
e.g. the bilingualism Unit you have already completed, or appropriate web sites.

7. Write the assignment. 

Assignment

Your assignment should include:

1. Front sheet with appropriate image

2. Contents

3. Introduction
Saying briefly what you have done for the assignment and how you are going to compare the results you have found with others.

4. Survey results.
Include a table with your actual results.

5. Comparison with other salons.
Work with the rest of the group to enter the information into a spreadsheet so all survey results can be compared. 

6. Comparison with Welsh National Statistics
Use the bilingual induction pack and information from the internet.
7. Your opinions and the opinions of others.
Write about your experience of the Welsh language, why you think it should be supported, how useful is it today or if you think it is an integral part of Welsh Life etc.
8. Conclusion
Say briefly what you think you have learned from your study of bilingualism in the workplace.
