How to do it

You are given four weeks to complete the assignment, the final assessment of cutting and blowdrying a client will be in the week beginning 19th March 2007. The assignment will be a full report of how you approach, carry out and complete the assignment. It must include photographic evidence
Your problem is this.

You must find a client which fulfils the criteria for which you need to be assessed, and establish her agreement to use her as your client. The hairstyle should be a challenge for you, so that you may feel it necessary to ask advice on achieving the style, or finding a particular style that might suit your client. You will also need to research and recommend the products most suited to your client’s hair.
1. The client must be given a full consultation, through the discussion you should agree a style, recommend products and give aftercare advice. You should include aspects of the consultation in your report such as how you agreed upon your chosen style including any comments and feedback the client made. Also include any contra-indications that might affect you achieving the style.
2. You must provide evidence of how you helped the client choose the style (such as magazines, style books etc) and evidence and the reasons for the products you chose (product leaflets etc).

3. You must give a full description of client preparation, why you chose the particular shampoo and conditioning products to help any problems the client might have with her hair.

4. You must give a full explanation and description of how you intend achieving the desired style, using diagrams and technical descriptions. You must include descriptions of the perimeter shape, angles of cutting, techniques, distribution of weight and balance and how you cross-checked your cut. You must also confirm the finished cut before you blow dry with the client, making any adjustments, and give client advice on maintenance of the hairstyle. Include factors such as hair density, texture, head and face shape. 

5. Blow dry techniques must also be fully explained and described and why you chose those particular techniques of styling and the tools you used to achieve it. Also include in your report how you explained the features and benefits of the products you suggested.
At all times of the service you must ensure client comfort and tidiness of the workstation. All your tools must be available, clean and sterilised.
